In 1958 Britain challenged the Americans
for the Americabs C
yacht named Sceptre. She is still to be
seen sailing in the Solent from Gosport but
back then, 52 years ago, she represented
state-of-the-art British sailing technology.

The team sailing Sceptre was picked
largely from the Royal Navy and the person
selected to take charge of the land party was Com-
mander Derek Woods, a keen member of the
WWSC. Once the team arrived at Newport, Rhode
Island, the boats had a series of practice sessions
before the races began and one morning Derek was
invited to take Sceptrebd
